At Trésonnier, we source seasonal ingredients carefully selected from various regions across Toyama Prefecture.
For wild ingredients gathered from the mountains and rivers, our chef personally goes out to forage when possible,
taking only what is needed to avoid disrupting the ecosystem.
Working together with local communities, we are committed to environmentally conscious harvesting methods
that help preserve natural resources for the future.

Our vegetables are grown at our own farm using a fully pesticide-free, circular cultivation system.
Fish trimmings and other kitchen by-products are returned to the fields as fertilizer, enriching the soil
and allowing large, vibrant, and flavorful vegetables to grow.

For seafood, our chef personally visits Toyama Bay—often called a “natural live fish tank” for its abundant marine life—
to select the freshest catch by seeing and touching the ingredients directly.

We also visit trusted local producers and artisans in person to procure both ingredients and tableware.
These relationships are essential to our philosophy, enabling guests to experience not only exceptional cuisine
but also the artistic craftsmanship embodied in the vessels that accompany each dish.



Art & Architecture

One of the defining features of our hotel is its immersive art-filled 
environment, offering the sense of staying inside a contemporary 
museum.
Diverse works of contemporary art are displayed throughout the 
property—both indoors and outdoors—including numerous site-
specific artworks created by artists who stayed on-site to produce 
their pieces.
